Instructions for using the General Assembly Template:

1. Draft your resolution using this template.

2. Save a copy of your resolution on this template before using the upload form.

3. Please ensure that your resolution is applicable to the country which you were assigned.

4. After drafting your resolution, copy the appropriate portions of the resolution template into the upload form found at http://www.tennesseeyig.org/un/upload/index.html
5. Copy the resolution piece by piece into the appropriate section, avoid copying the entire resolution.

6. Only put the topic in the topic section, the body in the body section, etc.

7. Do not include the topic (title) in the textbox where you paste the body of the resolution.

8. Copy the body of the resolution into plain text before uploading (copy it into notepad, wordpad, etc. to ensure that you aren’t copying the line numbers and that you don’t have special characters like the Microsoft Word curly quote.  
9. After copying the resolution into a plain text editor, copy from the plain text editor into the upload form.

The resolution may REQUEST action by member states, the Secretariat or by other bodies of the United Nations. (For our purposes at MUN, our liaisons are the equivalent of the Secretariat.)
